RESTORATION”; in lines 4 and 5, strike “DEBRIS REMOVAL” and substitute
“WATERSHED MANAGEMENT”; and in line 8, strike “ITEM” and substitute
“SUBPARAGRAPH”.

AMENDMENT NO. 3

On page 5, in line 9, strike “(III)” and substitute “(IV)”; in line 11, strike “A
LOCALLY” and substitute “AN AREA”; in line 12, after “DESIGNATED” insert “BY THE
MARYLAND HISTORICAL TRUST AS AN”; in line 22, after “(8)” insert “(I)”; in the same
line, strike “FOR EACH FISCAL YEAR” and substitute “FOR FISCAL YEAR 2021 AND
