12 WHEREAS, Experience indicates that most people develop their political
13 thinking by borrowing ideas from respected friends, teachers, and parents; and

14 WHEREAS, A Maryland Kid Congress would enabl e participantsto challenge
15 their own political bdief systems and devel op their own convictions about the role of
16 government; and

17 WHEREAS, Even if achild or young adult isnot interested in ever running for
18 political office, that person will be interested in the laws which are passed that affect
19 hisor her life and thelives of others; and

20 WHEREAS, An important step in understanding our system of government isto
21 understand our process of making laws; now, therefore, be it

22 RESOLVED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, That the
23 Maryland General Assembly encourages participation in the palitical process of this
24 State; and beit further

25 RESOLVED, That the Maryland General Assembly supportstheidea of creating
26 aMaryland Kid Congress to provide arealistic forum for the expression of ideas and
27 values for children and young adults; and be it further
