16 SECTION 1. BEIT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF
17 MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read asfollows:

20 (A) IN ADDITION TO ANY OTHER FORECLOSURE REQUIREMENTS UNDER THE
21 LAW, AFTER THE COMMENCEMENT OF AN ACTION TO FORECLOSE A LIEN ON REAL

22 PROPERTY AND BEFORE MAKING A SALE OF THE PROPERTY SUBJECT TO THE LIEN,
23 THE PERSON AUTHORIZED TO MAKE THE SALE SHALL NOTIFY THE COUNTY OR
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1 MUNICIPAL CORPORATION WHERE THE PROPERTY SUBJECT TOTHE LIEN IS
2 LOCATED, NOT LESSTHAN 15 DAYSPRIOR TO SALE, OF:

3 (1) THE NAME, ADDRESS, AND TELEPHONE NUMBER OF THE PERSON
4 AUTHORIZED TO MAKE THE SALE; AND

5 2 THE TIME, PLACE, AND TERMS OF SALE.

6 (B) A COUNTY OR MUNICIPAL CORPORATION THAT RECEIVES THE NOTICE

7 DESCRIBED UNDER SUBSECTION (A) OF THIS SECTION SHALL NOTIFY THE PERSON

8 AUTHORIZED TO MAKE THE SALE OF ANY OUTSTANDING LIENS, CHARGES, TAXES, OR
9 ASSESSMENTS THAT THE COUNTY OR MUNICIPAL CORPORATION HAS AGAINST THE
10 PROPERTY NOT MORE THAN 10 DAY S AFTER RECEIVING THE NOTICE OF SALE.

11 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
12 October 1, 2000.
