  14   SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF 
  15  MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

  18   (A) THE DEPARTMENT SHALL ESTABLISH A RESIDENT CONSOLIDATED 
  19  SENIOR LIFETIME SPORT FISHING LICENSE TO BE ISSUED TO RESIDENTS OF 
  20  MARYLAND BEGINNING IN THE CALENDAR YEAR IN WHICH THEY BECOME 65 YEARS 
  21  OF AGE. 
 
  22   (B) (1) THE RESIDENT CONSOLIDATED SENIOR LIFETIME SPORT FISHING 
  23  LICENSE MAY BE OBTAINED FROM THE DEPARTMENT OR FROM ANY AUTHORIZED 
  24  AGENT OF THE DEPARTMENT. 
 
  25    (2) THE ONE-TIME FEE FOR THE LICENSE IS $12.50. 
 
  26    (3) AS COMPENSATION, AN AGENT SHALL RETAIN 50 CENTS FOR EACH 
  27  LICENSE ISSUED. 
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   1   (C) A RESIDENT CONSOLIDATED SENIOR LIFETIME SPORT FISHING LICENSE 
   2  SHALL BE VALID FOR THE DURATION OF THE LIFETIME OF THE HOLDER. 
 
   3   (D) A HOLDER OF A RESIDENT CONSOLIDATED SENIOR LIFETIME SPORT 
   4  FISHING LICENSE MAY: 
 
   5    (1) ENGAGE IN ANGLING ON THE NONTIDAL WATERS OF THE STATE 
   6  WITHOUT HOLDING AN ANGLER'S LICENSE UNDER § 4-604 OF THIS TITLE; 
 
   7    (2) ENGAGE IN ANGLING FOR TROUT ON THE NONTIDAL WATERS OF 
   8  THE STATE WITHOUT HOLDING A TROUT STAMP UNDER § 4-614 OF THIS TITLE; AND 
 
   9    (3) FISH FOR FINFISH IN THE CHESAPEAKE BAY AND ITS TRIBUTARIES 
  10  WITHOUT HOLDING A CHESAPEAKE BAY SPORT FISHING LICENSE UNDER § 4-745 OF 
  11  THIS TITLE. 
 
  12   SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
