Grantee organization is a municipal government that delivers local government services to
residents, conducts meetings, adopts ordinances, collects taxes, and keeps records of all financial
transactions and legislative actions.

11. Description and Purpose of Project (3000 characters maximum)

This is a 8000 st Town HIl and Recreation Facility jointly constructed with Maryland National
Capital Park and Planning Commission. It is the conversion of a chruch building for community
use. It will serve a total of 12,003 citizens from North Brentwood, Brentwood, and Mount Rainier.
It will create 5 recreation jobs, 34 construction jobs, and 2 municipal jobs. The project is underway
and is scheduled to be finished November 1, 2008. What remains to be done is Phase I-Town Hall
interior finishing and instalation of systems furniture $300,000. Phase II-to include design of
facade, window replacement for energy savings, landscaping, and parking $100,000; construction of
the exterior of the building and new entrances $350,000; construction of parking lot, landscaping
and entral plaza (Town Center) $250,000. This project will reviatalize housing stock and
commercial development in the buisness district along Route #1.
