10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

CentroNia is a comprehensive education and family support organization that serves 1,500 infants,
toddlers, preschoolers, youth, and their families throughout the DC Metropolitan area. CentroNia
recently opened an expansion site in Montgomery County housing an early childhood program
serving 30 children ages 2 — 5 and approximately 30 adults. Originally established in 1986 as a
childcare center in the Columbia Heights neighborhood of Washington, DC, CentroNia has
transformed itself into a multidimensional institution that offers a diverse set of educational and
wraparound services to children and families. Over the past five years, CentroNia’s work has
expanded from its original neighborhood base to include the development and management of the
DC Bilingual Public Charter School; the establishment of a satellite site housing one of DC’s
model universal preschool programs for over 70 three- and four year-olds; and the development of
tutoring and after-school programming at 11 DC Public Schools throughout the city. CentroNia’s
mission is to educate children and youth, and strengthen families, in a bilingual multicultural
community.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

CentroNia requests $250,000 to partially cover the capital expenditures associated with the start-up
of our educational and family support center at 1345 University Boulevard, East in Takoma Park,
Maryland. CentroNia opened its doors in Montgomery County in June 2007. CentroNia is in the
process of replicating its proven bilingual and multicultural educational and family support model
beginning with the development of a preschool program serving 30 2 — 5 year old children and
approximately 30 adults. The facilities include: two infant classrooms, two toddler classrooms,
four early childhood classrooms, a school age classroom, a multipurpose room, a teacher’s resource
room, consultation rooms, a playground, a lounge, office space, a family resource room, a computer
lab, and a commercial full-size kitchen. Funds are needed to cover the costs of the building
renovation, to renovate and equip the commercial kitchen, and to cover the cost of building a new
playground. Once the renovations are completed, approximately 225 children and adults will be
served at this location.

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28. Comments: (Limit Length to Visible area)

In July 2006, CentroNia acquired a 15,000 square foot facility located in a strip mall at 1345
University Boulevard East, in Takoma Park. At one point this facility functioned as a licensed child
development center, and provided services to the community for many years. The facility needed to
be renovated before CentroNia could open its doors to the community. A total of 10,000 square feet
was renovated within a six month period in order to meet the Maryland as well as CentroNia
standards of a quality, safe, and healthy environment for families, children, youth, and staff. The
facility is composed of high ceilings and windows throughout the space that allow for natural light.
The possibilities for manipulating the space are diverse because of its open areas.

Other sources of funding secured for our Maryland efforts to date include: a three-year, $750,000
start-up grant from the Freddie Mac Foundation; a $250,000 grant from Montgomery County; a
$100,000 grant from the William Randolph Hearst Foundation; $75,000 from the Annie E. Casey
Foundation; $7,500 from the Safeway Foundation; and $5,000 from the Wachovia Foundation.

CentroNia meets NAEYC and the Code of Maryland Regulations standards in regard to child care
licensing and staff qualifications. NAEYC establishes that 75% of teachers must have one or more
of the following: have a minimum CDA qualification or equivalent; be working on an AA degree or
higher in early childhood education; have a degree (AA or higher) outside the early childhood
education field and three or more years experience in an NAEYC accredited program; or, have a
degree (AA or higher) outside of the early childhood education field with three or more years work
in a non-accredited program and at least 30 hours of relevant training in the past three years.

CentroNia works with the Latin American Youth Center’s Multicultural Youth Services, CASA of
Maryland, Asian American LEAD, Community Bridges, and Arts on the Block, among others, to
provide opportunities and resources for the low-income community of Montgomery County. Other
organizations with which we have established a working network include Boys & Girls Clubs of
Greater Washington Silver Spring Branch, Community Bridges Project LUNA, Gap Busters
Learning Center, Hearts and Homes for Youth, Identity, Inc., Institute for Interactive Instruction,
Kensington Wheaton Youth Services, Latino Mediation Initiative, Mental Health Association,
Montgomery County Child Care Resource and Referral Center, Silver Spring Youth Collaborative,
Asian Pacific American Legal Resource Center, Crossway Community, Family Support Center,
Jewish Social Service Center, Primary Care Coalition, Victory Youth Centers, and Through the
Kitchen Door International.
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
