11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

For almost two decades the property and buildings on the South Branch Park site have remained
vacant, decaying, and under utilized. Its 3 empty buildings have been the objects of frequent
vandalism. The South Branch Park Redevelopment Project is a partnership between Howard
County and the Town of Sykesville that seeks to create economic activity and vitality in downtown
Sykesville by redeveloping the 9-acre parcel into a vibrant mixed use facility. Uses will include
seasonal farmers markets, Town events & festivals, the showcasing of Sykesville and Howard
County history, rental space for weddings, parties, and the like and other community activities.

The project includes the adaptive reuse of 3 buildings, the installation of hiking trails, improved
pedestrian safety across the Patapsco River Bridge, and other improvements outlined in a
conceptual master plan that was devised through a design Charrette over the course of eight months
that included Sykesville and Howard County residents and other interested stakeholders. It is
anticipated that the project will serve the economic and recreational needs of Sykesville residents in
both Carroll and Howard Counties. The project will be completed in phases with Phase I including
the renovation of the warehouse building and the provision of adequate parking and landscaping.
