10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

Roberta’s House is a preventative non-clinical counseling center serving urban children and
families who have experienced a death of a significant person. The center will be staffed by
professional counselors who will teach psycho-educational training to non-professionals and train
volunteers to facilitate peer support programs. The center will provide a safe and confidential
setting to facilitate the emotional, physical and spiritual healing process of grieving children and
families. It will offer grief intervention for individuals, schools, public service providers and
organizations in the event of sudden or traumatic deaths. It will provide year round open-ended
and closed support groups of all ages and types of deaths. The center will offer educational
training programs for organizations, churches and health care practitioners. A new facility will
support this project by establishing a central location for creating an environment for counseling
youth and adult peer groups, including art activity rooms, a large family gathering space, a game
room, an expression room, classrooms, offices and a resource library.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

There is an increase of emotional distress related to death and crime with children and families
living in urban communities in Baltimore. Additionally, one in twenty children in America will lose
a parent by death before the age of 18yrs. Roberta's House will be the first free standing grief and
loss center to encompass approximately 15,000 sq. ft. at 928 -924 E. North Ave. in Baltimore City.
It is anticipated that the center will serve at least 500 urban families annually from East and West
Baltimore who seek bereavement support and/or are referred by other agencies. A non-clinical,
support center of this nature is needed to address the distinct needs of Baltimore's grieving youth
and families who experience natural and traumatic losses. The facility will staff approximately 8
members and a volunteer team of at least 50-100 members will support the center by facilitating
small peer groups, two -three times a week for children and their families. The purpose of this
center and its programs are to increase support systems within families by encouraging healthy
expression of pain and loss and healthy coping skills, especially for at risk children, that lead to
productive life styles. The center will provide a safe and confidential setting to facilitate the
emotional, physical and spiritual healing process of grieving.
