10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

For over 95 years, the Junior League of Baltimore has trained women to be civic leaders. We
have responded to direct service needs in our community, started not-for-profits, advocated on
issues impacting women and children, and led non-profit boards on the local, state, and national
levels. Whether in the corporate, non-profit, or volunteer arena, the Junior League of Baltimore
has consistently developed women’s leadership and fiscal acumen while heightening their sense of
civic responsibility. With our mission-driven emphasis to train women to serve as community
leaders, we are proud to share that last year our members volunteered over 25,000 hours of
community service. Junior League of Baltimore programs and projects gave members the
opportunity to increase parental engagement in Baltimore City Public School System, provide
direct mentoring to women at risk, offer the gift of song to the elderly and disabled, and organize
special projects that fill community needs in our focus neighborhoods of Govans and Hampden.

The Junior League of Baltimore's Wise Penny Thrift Store capital project will allow the Junior
League of Baltimore to build a second floor on our existing Wise Penny Thrift Store, wholly owned
and operated by the Junior League of Baltimore, to provide a facility for on-site volunteer training
and community projects and to permanently house our member headquarters. This space will allow
the Junior League to expand our community initiatives and provide another community resource
space (1,000 square-foot multi-purpose room) for those groups, businesses or associations who
need it. Furthermore, the project will enable us to provide much needed updates and renovations to
our Wise Penny Thrift Store, which is a critical resource to our neighbors in need as well as its
importance as a source of revenue for the Junior League of Baltimore and our community work.

As indicated in 10 and 11, a 2008 State Bond will allow the Junior League of Baltimore to provide
necessary renovations and updates to our Wise Penny Thrift Store which not only serves our
community directly, but also creates a significant revenue which directly funds the programs and
initiatives of the Junior League of Baltimore.

The 2007 State Bond allowed the Junior League of Baltimore to break ground on this project this
past summer and construction is currently underway. We have made significant progress,
including:

" Constantine Commercial Construction is on-site to perform the work;

" Secured amended permit from Baltimore City;

" Completed BGE temporary service request;

" Additional geo-technical field work accomplished in support of retaining wall,

" Began installation of retaining wall in the back (west) of the property;

" Completed underpinning of interior walls; and,

" Released steel, joist and decking package.

A 2008 State Bond would help us to significantly reduce the funding gap remaining on this project
and open our doors to the community. Reducing our debt service, will allow the Junior League of
Baltimore, Inc. to secure it's long-term financial viability and ability to continue serving the
Baltimore community for another century. This project, while still underway, has already
generated opportunities for the Junior League of Baltimore to support community needs in
Baltimore, utilizing our soon-to-be constructed multi-purpose space.
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
