10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

The core purpose of Harford County Public Library (HCPL) is to provide access, service and
information to its more than 1.6 million visitors of all ages, and to promote the love of reading
within the community. In fiscal year 2007, customers borrowed more than 3.9 million items from
the 11 library branches and its two outreach vehicles and more than 1.7 million virtual visits were
made to the library website. HCPL is committed to creating a culture of innovation as the norm
and providing customized services to targeted populations. This project will support both these
goals by creating an environmental learning opportunity that a green library building will provide
as well as creating a science center in the library for elementary and middle school children to
learn that science is fun, exciting and directly connects to their everyday lives and future careers.
It is essential that with the impact of BRAC in Harford County and the state of Maryland, that
Harford County Public Library provides resources and services to our children, their families, and
the community at large that supports the development of workforce readiness skills in the area of
science and environmental awareness.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

Harford County Public Library (HCPL) is committed to building a 13,500 gross square foot green
public library building in the Churchville area of the county with a 1,500 net square foot science
center for elementary and middle school children. HCPL is pursuing LEED certification at the
silver level for the Churchville Library by designing and constructing a building that earns points
for satisfying LEED criterion in five environmental categories: Sustainable Sites; Water
Efficiency; Energy and Atmosphere; Materials and Resources; and indoor Environmental Quality.
The Churchville Library is being developed in partnership with the Harford County Parks & Rec
Department using a library/recreation center model to serve a projected county population of
257,000 by 2010. Career opportunities in the science and technology areas are projected to increase
with 20,000 jobs coming into Harford County with BRAC, and forecasters project 60% of the
workforce to retire by 2011 with many job openings in the science and technology areas. This
project will create an environmental learning opportunity that a green library building will provide
as well as creating a science center in the library for children to learn that science is fun, exciting
and has a direct connection in their everyday lives and future careers.

Harford County Public Library (HCPL) is designing and building a green Churchville Library with
a Science Center for children and youth. In partnership with Harford County Parks and Recreation,
the 33,780 square foot facility will include a 13,500 square foot green library building and 20,280
square foot recreation component. This Churchville joint-use facility is modeled after the very
successful Norrisville Library and Recreation Center building project. The Churchville Library
Science Center project supports the Harford County BRAC Planning and Advisory Commission’s
Education Subcommittee’s recommendation to create opportunities for children to become excited
by the sciences and pursue an educational path to prepare them for a science career.

A green Churchville Library supports the efforts to protect the county’s natural environment as
outlined in the 2005 Harford County Resource Conservation Plan. HCPL is seeking the silver level
LEED certification for the Churchville Library which takes into account site development, water
savings, energy efficiency, materials selection and indoor environmental quality. There is an
additional category, Innovation & Design Process, which will also be applied for LEED
certification. The goal is to use less energy, especially fossil fuels, and to protect natural resources.
The bond bill funding will be used to add green aspects to the planned Churchville Library Branch
leading to a sustainable library design and silver LEED certification. There are many benefits to be
realized by building a green library building. Sustainable design provides a way to reduce
maintenance and energy costs and reducing the reliance on fossil fuels. In addition, one of the
many benefits of a green Churchville Library building will be the educational opportunities for the
community on sustainability.

HCPL is seeking to expand its successful program, LEAP: Science is Fun! (Learn, Explore and
Play) to create a 1,500 square foot science center at the Churchville Library. LEAP is being piloted
at the Edgewood Branch of HCPL and offers science programs, visiting scientists, experiments,
hands-on activities, resources and take-home kits to children ages 8-13 and their families. This has
been a very successful program with community partners, such as Battelle; Aberdeen Proving
Ground Kids & Science Program; Maryland Science Center and others providing exciting programs
to stimulate interest and excitement in science in our upper-elementary and middle school youth.
HCPL's goal is to continue the success of LEAP by designing and building a space dedicated to
science learning at the Churchville Library. Our partners, Battelle and SAIC, are committed to
making this a success by helping raise funds for the project. HCPL is working closely with the
Maryland Science Center in designing the Churchville Library Science Center and the Northeastern
Maryland Technology Council (MNTC) has also been a supportive partner.
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
