10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

The grantee is Montgomery Community College, a public institution of higher education, located
in Montgomery County, Maryland. The College receives public funding from Montgomery
County and the State of Maryland for undertaking various capital projects in support of its
mission. The College is one on the largest community colleges in the nation. It currently operates
three campuses in Montgomery County, Maryland and serves nearly 55,000 students annually in
either credit or non-credit continuing education programs.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

The Bioscience Education Center project provides for the design and project administration of a
new biotechnology and science building (approx. 126,900 gross square feet) on the Germantown
Campus of the College to support education requirements for laboratory instruction in a modern
science facility. The new building is part of an overall plan to provide the Germantown Campus
with an instructional focus on the biotechnology industry and support the industry's workforce
needs in Montgomery County and the State of Maryland. In addition to housing biology, chemistry
and biotechnology programs, the new building will have a meeting center to further serve the
College's educational program, as well as community and business events and activities.

Germantown Biotechnology Project: The State of Maryland, Montgomery County, Montgomery
College, the Montgomery College Foundation, and charitable donors have joined together to
sponsor and develop the Germantown Biotechnology Project. Located on the Montgomery College
Campus in Germantown, the project will create a continuum of bioscience and technology
education and training from middle school to postdoctoral levels in an integrated academic,
business, and research environment.

The Project encompasses several interrelated initiatives that are tied together through a unique
approach. The Bioscience Education Center will be a new 127,000 square foot academic center
which will feature state-of-the-art laboratories and facilities that will house a unique education
program - the Bioscience Education and Training Continuum - to provide bioscience education
opportunities from middle school through postdoctoral work, building on an existing successful
biotechnology program at the campus. Through a partnership with Montgomery College, the
University of Maryland College Park will offer a baccalaureate degree in biotechnology. A separate
partnership between Montgomery College and the Montgomery County Public Schools provides for
middle school teacher education, bioscience summer camps, and high school biotechnology
academies. A lease-purchase agreement for a 35,000 square foot technology incubator, the
Germantown Innovation Center, has been consummated as a joint effort by Montgomery County,
Montgomery College, the Montgomery College Foundation, and the State of Maryland. The
incubator will promote intellectual and entrepreneurial synergy among the faculty, students, and
businesses in the Park and specifically address the needs of start-up technology companies in the
County. The incubator will open in the fall of 2008. The Life Sciences and Technology Park is a
partnership between the College and the private sector to eventually develop a 1 million square foot
business park on 40 acres of the campus. It is anticipated that successful start-up businesses
originating in the incubator will join established businesses that locate in the Park. The Park will
provide a unique opportunity for students to combine learning with employment opportunities by
simultaneously taking courses at the Bioscience Education Center and working in the Park.
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
