10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

The City of New Carrollton seeks to provide efficient and exceptional customer service to over
13,000 residents. It is the goal of the City to provide local government services which meet the
day-to-day needs of area citizens. It is also the goal of the City to offer programs with facilities
which enhance the total quality of life of these citizens. The proposed project will support the
overall goals of the City by providing residents and visitors, especially children, with a close-to-
home recreational facility that offers a wide selection of affordable programs which correspond to
their needs and desires. Such a community facility currently does not exist.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

The City of New Carrollton is proposing the construction of an 18,000 +/- GSF Recreational Center
to be added on to a small, recently renovated structure (former municipal center). The City plans to
use the existing building as a senior center where senior citizens can gather to enjoy an array of
programs and activities designed to serve their needs and desires. It is estimated that the facility
will serve approximately 35,000 area residents and visitors annually and employ 10 people. The
proposed new facility will be utilized for the following purposes:

* Recreational - the facility will include a full-size gymnasium, weight room, and
multipurpose room;

* Educational - the facility will include a computer lab and will offer instructional courses
in such areas as computer applications, financial management, and health;

* Cultural - the facility will include an auditorium that will be utilized for such things as
theatre performances, music, and dance, and various other performances of the arts.

The city of New Carrollton is in dire need of a facility designed to meet the recreational needs of the
approximately 13,000 residents, those of the surrounding communities, and the 6,000+ employees
of area businesses, including the CSC and IRS buildings. In addition to 2,400 single family
residences, there are 2,400 multi-family residences with almost no recreational facilities for the
children. For a number of years, the City has been pursing the construction of a Community Center
to accommodate a full range of regionally-based programs to meet the recreational and social needs
of the people, especially the young people, of New Carrollton and surrounding communities.

The City of New Carrollton views the proposed Community center as an opportunity to greatly
improve the recreational, cultural an educational opportunities for area residents and visitors,
especially the young people who attend our three elementary schools, our middle school and our
special school. This will fill a tremendous void in the lives of our young people and will greatly
enhance the overall quality of life in the New Carrollton area.
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
