Through a joint partnership, the City of Gaithersburg, Montgomery County and the Housing
Opportunities Commission (HOC) purchased the existing 8,000 sq. ft.. Gaithersburg Upcounty
Senior Center, located at 81 A Bureau Drive, Gaithersburg, MD in 1991. Located above the Senior
Center are 127 affordable single room occupancy apartments operated by HOC. Membership at
the Senior Center has grown significantly over the years and it is no longer adequate to house its
800 members. In conjunction with a recent land use approval, a developer has dedicated land near
the planned Watkins Mill Road interchange that would accommodate a 30,000 sq. ft. senior center.
In partnership with Montgomery County, the existing 8,000 sq. ft. senior center will be converted
to handicapped accessible affordable apartments.

The Gaithersburg Upcounty Senior Center will be designed to meet strict environmental standards
and will be a LEEDS certified facility.
