10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

Communities Organized to Improve Life, Inc. (COIL) is a non-profit organization dedicated to
improving the overall health and well-being of the residents of the communities of Southwest and
West Baltimore City. Its mission is to involve neighborhood people in devising solutions for the
physical, economic and social issues facing the Southwest and West Communities.

COIL proposes to support and strengthen academic opportunities, senior citizens' quality of life,
youth opportunities and family support services and community involvement by being the lead
agency charged with the task of overseeing the rehabilitation, construction and implementation of
the new Southwest Senior and Community Multipurpose Center that will be located at the former
Baltimore City Library building located at 31 South Payson Street.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

Factors such as drug abuse, HIV and AIDS, parent incarceration, poverty, child abuse and neglect,
illiteracy, and homelessness, in specific as it pertains to youth and seniors, have caused many
households to be torn apart resulting in Baltimore's children failing both socially and academically.
Additionally, as a result, seniors are in situations where they have to be primary care givers to their
grandchildren, which creates many unexpected financial and social hardships;

this coupled with day-to-day senior issues proves to render the seniors in need of many supports.

To meet this demand COIL in partnership with the community, Baltimore City Council, the
Mayor's Office, the Commission on Aging & Retirement Education and the Baltimore City
Department of Housing &Urban Development has agreed to establish a Southwest Senior and
Community Multipurpose Center in the city facility located at 31 South Payson Street. This
building is 19,110 square feet and will house a senior center, family support services, a health suite,
fitness center, classrooms and programs/recreation services, computer lab, and a community
service/senior unemployment office. This project will serve 750 people annually and create 72 jobs.
