10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

The Chesapeake & Ohio Canal National Historical Park consists of nearly 20,000 acres of a
diverse and scenic landscape that runs along the Potomac River from Georgetown, in the District
of Columbia, to Cumberland, Maryland. The park serves many purposes and provides numerous
educational, interpretive, and recreational opportunities that allow visitors to experience the
cultural and natural resources along the ecologically important riparian area of the Potomac River.
The towpath is used by three million hikers, bikers, and campers, constituting one of the most
highly used and extensive recreational trails in the nation. From a historical perspective, the
184.5-mile canal stands as the most intact symbol of an era in American history when nearly 4,000
miles of canal were constructed during the late 18th and early 19th centuries. Our mission is to
protect and preserve the park's cultural and natural resources, to educate the public about those
resources, and to provide for public recreation and enjoyment. This project will help the park
fulfill its mission by repairing the Conococheague Aqueduct, one of only eleven stone aqueducts
along the 184.5 miles of the C&O Canal, Maryland's most visited National Park.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

The Conococheague Aqueduct is located in Williamsport, Maryland, situated midway along the
184.5-mile historic Chesapeake & Ohio Canal, extending from Georgetown in Washington, D.C.,
to Cumberland, Maryland. Spanning a distance of 260 feet, the Conococheague Aqueduct is the
second largest of the 11 aqueducts built on the C&O Canal system. Repaired several times during
the operational period of the C&O Canal (1828-1924), the Conococheague Aqueduct's north wall
failed in 1920. That same year, the canal company temporarily repaired the wall with a wood plank
wall which lasted until the canal closed for operations in 1924. The Conococheague Aqueduct
serves as the premiere historic structure among a number of related cultural resources at
Williamsport and the Bond Bill will assist with the design of the aqueduct's rehabilitation. The
purpose of this rehabilitation project is to ensure the safety of park visitors, rehabilitate the
structure so it can sustain the frequent floods of the Potomac River and Conococheague Creek and
to rehabilitate the Conococheague Aqueduct to a functioning condition. The consequences of not
taking action will potentially result in the loss of part or all of this significant early American
engineering feature and could result in injury or loss of life to park visitors who frequent the site.

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28. Comments: (Limit Length to Visible area)

The C&O Canal National Historical Park was established in 1971, and in 1995, the National Park
Service established a visitors center at Williamsport, Maryland. The Conococheague Aqueduct
serves as the premiere historic structure among a number of related cultural resources significant in
communicating the history and function of canal life. Other important historical structures in the
area include Lock 44, Lockhouse 44, Bollman Bridge, Western Maryland Railway Lift Bridge,
Cushwa Warehouse and Turning Basin, and the Hagerstown Railway Power Station . The Park's
long-term interpretive goal for Williamsport is to offer canal boat tours that will take visitors
through a functioning Lock 44, under the historic Western Maryland Railway Lift Bridge and over
the Conococheague Aqueduct which will be one of the only functioning canal aqueducts in the
United States.

The Park has been encouraged by the Maryland State Highways Transportation Enhancement
Program (TEP) to apply for a grant to assist with the funding to make the Conococheague Aqueduct
repairs. This bond bill will fund 50% of the cost of the 30% design that will enable us to apply for
TEP funding. The rehabilitation of the Conococheague Aqueduct is an important component to the
planned restoration of the Williamsport area. The ability to have a canal boat cross a functioning
aqueduct will have a significant impact on the ability of the park to interpret and communicate the
importance of the canal to the approximately 225,000 annual visitors to the area. The rehabilitation
of the Conococheague Aqueduct will substantially increase visitation to the area. In 2005, the
economic impact of the C&O Canal to the Maryland economy was $30 million. In Washington
County alone, the Park accounted for an estimated $9,300,000 of heritage tourism revenue. After
the Conococheague Aqueduct is rehabilitated and functioning and the reminder of the Williamsport
projects are complete, it is estimated that visitation will increase by 225,000 increasing heritage
tourism revenue by $6.9 million.
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
