10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

The Children's Guild is a not-for-profit organization dedicated to serving children with serious
emotional disturbance and their families. These services include: three intensity V nonpublic
schools located in Prince George's County, Anne Arundel County and Baltimore City; three
therapeutic group homes for emotionally disturbed children, a treatment foster care program; an
outpatient mental health center and after-school programs for children with behavior problems.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

The school serves 140 emotionally disturbed and autisitic elementary and middle school children
with serious emotional disabilities who also exhibit aggressive and impulsive behavior. This
facility lacks adequate space for physical education activities, student assemblies, performances,
faculty meetings, training sessions or parent participation programs.

This project will provide safe, secure areas for indoor and outdoor student activities as well as for
faculty, staff and parent programs. The students currently use the existing parking lot, which is
severely deteriorated causing many minor injuries. The lack of interior space has also had a
detrimental effect on parental participation and interaction.

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28. Comments: (Limit Length to Visible area)

Project Purpose - The school is operated in a 1954 vintage school building that lacks a space to
provide adaptive physical education programming and a place for student assemblies and
performances. A gymnasium/auditorium is a basic tool for educating emotionally disturbed and
autistic children who exhibit impulsive, hyperactive, aggressive behavior. The absence of this
facility at the school is problematic because:

1. The children lack a safe indoor place to engage in physical activity. Currently, the school uses an
asphalt parking lot with weeds growing out of it for this purpose. Due to the handicapping
conditions of the student body the parking lot is the scene of many minor injuries, i.e., scraped
knees, elbows and heads.

2. Seventy percent of the students attending The Children’s Guild are diagnosed with attention
deficit disorder. Outlets for discharge of physical energy increase their availability for learning.

3. There is no space large enough for student assemblies and performances. Consequently, this
denies parents the opportunity to observe their children participating in school activities where they
operate without impairment.

4. Physical education and the arts are core components of an effective program for children with
special needs. Both physical education and the arts are primary vehicles for teaching emotionally
disturbed children self-control, encouraging cooperation, teamwork and promoting positive self-
image.

An overview of the student population is: 81% are male & 19% female between the ages of 8 and
14, 95% are minority, 79% of student’s families qualify for federal free or reduced lunch, 11% of
the students reside in formal foster care, 22% of the students reside in kinship care and 62% of
students reside in a single parent family.
