11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

Baltimore County is developing a regional center to promote and foster agriculture. The center will
house and consolidate agricultural support services including the Baltimore County Soil
Conservation District, U.S.D.A. Natural Resources Conservation Service, Farm Services Agency,
and the University of Maryland Cooperative Extension Baltimore County Office. The Center may
also become home to the offices and museum of the Maryland Horse Breeder’s Association. The
master plan process is underway and it is expected that construction will start in early 2009.
Baltimore County has committed $4.9 million to fund construction of the basic site infrastructure
and the core building to house the uses mentioned above. (The Maryland Horse Breeder’s
Association will construct their own building). The Center will serve as an educational resource
center, a field demonstration site for school children and adults, and be utilized to promote public
awareness of agriculture including new technologies, practical application of innovative practices,
and offer a destination for Maryland’s for Maryland’s farmers and the general public. It is the goal
of the County to provide every 6th grade student an agricultural experience at this site. Shared
space is being provided in the core facility to accommodate limited educational experiences.
