Aman Memorial Trust is a non-profit organization committed to the preservation of historic
resources in and around the Town of Bladensburg, Maryland.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

This project is to fund archeologic and historic research, education and outreach of the market
square site in Bladensburg Maryland. Bladensburg has a remarkably rich set of historic and
cultural resources. These resources can help build a sound foundation for the redevelopment of the
town and surrounding Anacostia communities. They can also help us understand the complex social
and economic history of our region. Unfortunately, we do not know much about the early town, its
economy, social structure, or physical footprint. This bond bill will help provide the archaeological
and historic basis to build this understanding and guide our future. The nature and extent of the
market, and the people affected by it is largely unknown. More than half of the people in Prince
George’s County were slaves, and represented a great variety of native Americans, imported
Africans, and other people impressed into servitude. This project can help us adequately
commemorate the 150th anniversary of the freeing of slaves in Maryland and across the United
States.

I am honored to speak in support of Historic Bladensbug Market Square. I co-chair the Bostwick
Partners Advisory Group to the Town of Bladensburg, representing Prince George's Heritage. Other
partners include a broad base of environmental, academic, development, business and elected local
government representatives including the University of MD, Town of Bladensburg, Anacostia
Trails Heritage Area, and Aman Memorial Trust.

Bladensburg Maryland has a remarkably rich set of historic and cultural resources. These resources
can help build a sound foundation for the redevelopment of the town and surrounding Anacostia
communities. They can also help us understand the complex social and economic history of our
region. Unfortunately, we do not know much about the early town, its economy, social structure, or
physical footprint. This bond bill will help provide the archaeological and historic basis to build this
understanding and guide our future

In colonial America a town’s market and the market days held there were a key factor in
determining the town’s growth and prosperity. More than 100 different products were traded in the
Bladensburg Market, including slaves. The nature and extent of the market, and the people affected
by it is largely unknown. More than half of the people in Prince George’s County were slaves. This
historical research can help us understand the impact of slavery and the significance of the Battle of
Bladensburg in the War of 1812.

I thank you and the other sponsors of this bill for recognizing the importance of safeguarding this
link to Maryland’s past and the opportunities it provides for residents of the Anacostia region and
State, now and for future generations. The broad coalition of preservation, environmental, business,
education and community leaders in Bostwick Partners are working together to promote the careful
redevelopment of Bladensburg. We have rolled up our sleeves and put in sweat equity over the past
25 years, and raised private funds to help care for Magruder House, the George Washington House,
Bostwick House, Free Hope Baptist Church, and the Market Master’s House. We will continue to
do so as part of the Anacostia Trails Heritage Area, Bladensburg Town Center and Port Towns
Sector Plans. But there is a critical need to understand the archeology and history of the town
including the important slave trade and the War of 1812 and is the basis of the Bond Bill request.
