10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

Opportunity Builders Inc. (OBI) provides a progression of vocational training and
employment services to individuals with developmental disabilities in order to increase self-worth
promote independence and prepare them to work as valued employees in the community.

OBI is a private, non-profit 501 © 3 organization incorporated in 1962. For 46 years, OBI has
provided vocational training and employment placement services to Anne Arundel County citizens
with developmental disabilities. The population served by OBI is adults 18 years of age or older
with a developmental disability such as mental retardation, cerebral palsy, spina bifida or epilepsy.
At OBI, maximum levels of productivity and community integration are encouraged for all
program participants and emphasis is placed on providing them with meaningful work and
daytime activities. Services include our in-house training programs, community supported
employment, recreational and transportation.

The new building will allow all served to receive services in a building customized for the
services we specialize in, as well as, enable us to expand services to an additional 100 individuals.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

Opportunity Builders is proposing construction of a new building 41,000 square feet that will allow
us to design a facility that fully meets the physical and emotional needs of our 269 clients and 72
staff members.

The proposed project of a new facility is to address several problems that exist in our current rented
facility. Space is the first issue. It is extremely limited and affects our ability to adequately provide
current services. It also prohibits us from expanding to meet future needs. Our current location is
not ideally laid out. It is long and narrow and requires individuals to travel long distances from one
area to another. Numerous accessibility issues, like narrow doorways and halls, and small
bathrooms exist. Another issue is our location in northern Anne Arundel County. Travel time to
and from the program results in unacceptable commute times for our individuals who live in the
southern part of the county.
