10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

The Town of North Beach is a small waterfront community located on the western shores of the
Chesapeake Bay. The Town was founded in 1900 and incorporated in 1910. Our location on the
Chesapeake Bay makes us a significant tourist destination. Our purpose is to provide our residents
with the services and infrastructure outlined in our charter and Town codes and at the same time
provide amenities that benefit our economic growth through tourism. The town has been diligent
in providing the needed infrastructure to sustain our community and forethought to plan ahead so
basic infrastructure would be available as our needs grow. The State of Maryland has played a
prominent roll in helping us be successful so we can manage this growth. We cannot continue to
manage our Town from a temporary and less than adequate facility and we hope you will assist us
in giving the residents and visitors a Town Hall that reflects the pride and generosity of our
community and State of Maryland.For reference, the Town Hall Administration currently operates
from a rented trailer office facility which has limited space and no fire protective provisions for
town records and files.

The Town of North Beach requests that the State of Maryland provide $250,000 towards the
construction of a new Town Hall. This project will provide the residents of North Beach and the
surrounding area a new multi-service building that can both house government functions and
provide space for community activities. To help ensure the new building will not be overcome by
the same fungal infestations as the old building, the new Town Hall will utilize building products
such as SIPS (Structural Insulated Panel Systems). The goal is that this building will be LEED
Certified through the USGBC (United States Green Building Council) which sets the national
standard for ‘Green Buildings’. The new construction will offer opportunities for green
infrastructure, i.e. a green roof, and solar and energy efficient building principals such as sensors
for lighting, heating and air conditioning units with Economizers that allow outdoor air to heat and
cool the building when available. Moving into the age of high-energy costs and preserving the
earth, the Town is looking forward to incorporating as many “Green” elements as possible into the
building. It will be a wonderful building to show how a small Town so close to the Chesapeake
Bay is conscious of its environment and has taken extra steps to preserve the future.

The purpose of this bill is to request financial assistance in the amount of $250,000 to the Town of
North Beach for the costs related to constructing a new Town Hall. The construction of a new
Town Hall is necessary after the original Town Hall was demolished due to infestation of mold and
other contaminants overwhelmed the building and the repairs would cost more to remediate than the
value of the building. This situation became even more dire when the Town’s insurance carrier
would no longer insure the building due to its condition.

The Town Hall is the corner stone of our small community and it is truly missed by the community.
However, the Town is looking forward to constructing a new Town Hall that will provide a broad
list of services to the community and incorporate new green building technologies into its
construction and operation. Since we must build, we are taking a green approach to control energy
consumption.

The previous Town Hall was constructed in the 1940’s and then added onto in the early 1980’s.
The building, due to its age and condition, allowed for limited services and limited handicap
accessibility.

The new building will allow us to expand our services to the community by incorporating a
multipurpose room and a command center for emergency operations when needed. The new
building will be constructed to meet all ADA requirements. The new Town Hall will provide space
for the day-to-day operations of the Town Government with an additional aspect of a multipurpose
room than will provide even further service to the community. Our goal is to be able to bring the
community together through social dinners, dances, community theatre plays, art shows, etc. To
enhance the multipurpose room we plan to make the outdoor space around the Town Hall a public
courtyard with art work, a social place to visit with neighbors and even a lovely spot for couples to
wed.

To help ensure the new building will not be overcome by the same fungal infestations as the old
building, the new Town Hall will utilize building products such as SIPS (Structural Insulated Panel
Systems). The goal is that this building will be LEED Certified through the USGBC (United States
Green Building Council) which sets the national standard for ‘Green Buildings’. The new
construction will offer opportunities for green infrastructure, i.e. a green roof, and solar and energy
efficient building principals such as sensors for lighting, heating and air conditioning units with
Economizers that allow outdoor air to heat and cool the building when available.
