10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

Rackliffe House Trust was formed for the exclusive purpose of restoring Rackliffe House
Plantation. Located near some 20 historic sites, the property will become the center for
interpreting these sites as part of a total picture of the cultural life of the area. The number,
quality, and proximity of these sites justify the area for consideration to be placed on the National
Register of Historic Places. Our major mission is to restore the structure to its stately 18th century
appearance and establish a heritage museum.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

We plan to restore the house to its original 1752 appearance, thus making the Flemish bond brick
structure, with its glazed brick headers and symmetrical design, one of the few remaining of its
kind accessible to routine visitation. We also plan to restore the original brick dairy house, which
is unique in the area. The funds we are requesting will be used within one (1) year, from July 1,
2008, to June 30, 2009. A comprehensive archaeological survey of the property will be undertaken.

When completed, our project will be unique in the Mid-Atlantic coastal region. Prior to the advent
of our project, Rackliffe House was endangered and being reclaimed by the elements. A fire in
1928 resulted in serious damage, followed by reconstructed changes in appearance, a series of
different tenancies and ownership, and most recently nearly fifteen years of vacancy. The property
now belongs to the State of Maryland as part of Assateague State Park, albeit held privately under a
long-term lease by the Rackliffe House Trust. Adjacent properties include the Assateague National
Park Visitors Center, and the University of Maryland Eastern Shore Education and Research
Center.
