The LAY C-Maryland Multicultural Youth Centers (LAYC-MMYC) serves as the lead tenant for
the building. Thus, LAYC-MMY C coordinates programs and activities in the Center. LAYC-
MMYC sees the site as an important component to its overall strategy of assisting youth and
families in Maryland.
