The Maryland Food Bank has been serving the hungry people of our state for over 29 years. We are
a state wide organization that serves in every county with the exception of Montgomery and Prince
George, which is served by our sister food bank, Capital Area. We are a member of America's
Second Harvest. We operate an 87,000 square-foot warehouse in Baltimore County and a 10,000
square foot facility in Salisbury.

We solicit food donations from manufacturers, growers and retailers. Food is distributed to the
hungry through our statewide network of more than 1,000 community food providers, including
soup kitchens, food pantries and shelters.

Over 516,000 Marylanders are currently living at or below the federal poverty level; 370,000 of
those Marylanders live in our service area - 29% of those living in poverty are children. Over
73,000 elderly people are living below the federal poverty level.

Over 50,000 are served in our network at any given week.

We are the safety net and the backbone of feeding programs in our state.
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
