10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

Our mission is to glorify God and serve the needs of hurting people throughout the Washington
Metropolitan Area. Our objectives are to continue to assess the needs of the poor in our
community and to develop, strengthen or re-direct programs and services based on these
assessments. Our major programs are (1) Overnight Guests for 82 men every night of the year; (2)
Spiritual Transformation Program for up to fifty men to provide longer term support to lead a
sober and drug-free life and to enable them to gain meaningful employment and live
independently; (3) Food, Clothing and Furniture Distribution; (4) Children's Programs, including
Camp Bennett Summer Programs; and (5) Hispanic Family Program.

We are the oldest social service agency in the District of Columbia and acquired our Camp
Bennett property (217 acres) in the Brookeville area of Montgomery County in 1934 to be used
for charitable purposes, including an seven-week summer camp for about 450 underprivileged
children from Montgomery and Prince George's Counties as well as the District of Columbia.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

The purpose of the project is the renovation of the Camp Bennett buildings and property, the cost of
which is $250,000. These renovations include new roofs on the dining hall and cabins, remodelling
of bathrooms, insulation of buildings and installation of heating and air conditioning units, repair of
the pool, and movement and installation of ropes course and climbing wall. Many of these repairs
are long overdue and some of them will make a meaningful difference in our utility costs. The
Camp Property is used in the summer for 450 underprivileged children who are taught principles of
kindness and compassion as they enjoy such activities as nature walks, swimming, singing, crafts,
hiking, a ropes course and basketball. It is also used throughout the year as a retreat and conference
center for churches and private organizations, especially those focused on youth. For example, 12
different churches, 27 sports teams (including several from the Olney Boys and Girls Club),
Hospice, Christian Service Brigade, Boy and Girl Scouts, and Silver Springs Friends School have
used the property in the last 12 months. Finally the property is used and maintained by selected
men in our long-term Spiritual Transformation Program to place them in a more rural setting away
from the environment that helped to promote their alcohol and drug addiction problems.

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28. Comments: (Limit Length to Visible area)

Central Union Mission, in an effort to expand its funding sources so that it might provide more
effective service levels and serve more persons in the greater Washington area, including
Montgomery and Prince George's Counties, seeks the financial support of the State of Maryland and
Montgomery County where the Camp Bennett property is located. The renovation of the Camp
Bennett property will enable us to make improvements which have been needed for a number of
years and ensure that the children and adults both from programs which are a part of the Mission as
well as community groups using the facilities will be in a safe and welcoming environment.
Without such support, some of the upgrades may be able to be made, but others will be deferred
over the coming years. Those who use the facilities deserve better. We want to provide them not
only with the wonderful rustic setting that the Camp provides, but also the facilities that will help
them to enjoy more fully the time they spend with us.

We were founded in 1884 and since that time have served those who are poor, homeless, and
hurting. Our work with children began in 1917 and led us to open Camp Bennett in 1934. In more
recent times, we have expanded our outreach so that more poor immigrant families are served
through our Hispanic Family Program. Many of our programs today both at our site in DC and at
Camp Bennett in Montgomery County are focused on poor children and their families. For example,
in addition to the children who enjoy a wonderful respite from their difficult neighborhoods for a
week at Camp Bennett, Central Union Mission provides age-appropriate Back-to-School Bags and
supplies (fully loaded backpacks) for over 1,000 children every year and even more receive
Christmas bags filled with toys, clothing, and educational books and materials.
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
