10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

The Men's Center has been helping Baltimore residents since 1995, feeding the hungry, getting
drug treatment for addicts, providing health care for those with little or no insurance (free of cost)-
providing some medicines, working with youth - helping them via tutoring and providing a safe
haven for them. We are dedicated to improving the economic, social, and health conditions of
Baltimore men and women. Our major goal is to create opportunities for improved standard of
living practices among men and women in low income communities. We also have a re-entry
component where we help men and women re-entering society from the prison system with life
skills, employment preparation, obtaining necessary identification, etc. We have partnered with
many organizations/agencies so that we can be a one-stop venue. It's hard to get around with no
money. This is just a small part of what we do. We continue to hold three NA meetings per week
with a noon meeting in the works. We sponsor a number of events throughout the year including
two health fairs, End of School and Back to School Block Parties, Thanksgiving and Christmas
Giveaways (food and toys), and distributing clothing at least three times a week.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

Currently, all our programs are conducted out of three worn interconnected buildings. To continue
to provide services to our client population -- the forgotten of Baltimore -- we desperately need
basic renovations, such as new windows, new doors, a central heating system, and insulation and
expansion of our large meeting room. As it now stands, on certain occasions, individuals coming
for services need to keep their coats on in our program rooms because our current windows and
doors provide minimal protection from the cold. The fact that our programs are full despite the
weather-related physical discomfort of being in the building for extended periods of time is a
testament to the commitment of staff, volunteers, clients, and the general community that supports
us. The Healthy HUB (Healing Urban Brothers) project will generate additional community
interests that will provide outreach opportunities for increased participation and overall community
impact. The expansion is on the rear of the building. This additional space will allow two new
intervention programs, servicing new participants, at least 90% of whom will be low-income,
effectively starting them on a path toward self-sufficiency, self-respect, healthy lifestyles, and
family renewal.
