The City of District Heights is an incorporated municipality located in Prince George’s County.
The municipality provides the following services to nearly 6,000 residents: general government,
police and code enforcement, recreation and cultural, youth and family services, and public works
services.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

The District Heights Commercial Area Facade and Infrastructure Improvement Program — Phase 11
will consist of a one-time grant program for small business owners in the 6200 block of Marlboro
Pike that will be used for the facade and infrastructure improvement of the exterior image of their
commercial building and parking lot. The program will encompass taking a comprehensive analysis
of eight (8) storefronts to establish a single design treatment and color scheme that is architecturally
compatible and consistent with the plans for the 6300 block of Marlboro Pike. In addition to fagade
improvements, parking, sidewalk, curb and gutter, lighting and security needs will also be
addressed. This program is a part of our comprehensive plan to eliminate blight, and create safe and
attractive commercial business options that are easily assessable and convenient for our residents to
work at and patronize. Approximately 6,000 or more low to moderate income people from the City
of District Heights and surrounding areas will be served, and approximately 20 low to moderate
income jobs will be retained or created.
