10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

For 36 years, Maryland Youth Ballet's (MYB) mission has been to provide the highest caliber of
training and performance opportunities to prepare young dancers for a career in the performing
arts and to provide classes to dancers of all ages and levels in the community. MYB is considered
one of the finest ballet schools in the nation and MY B graduates go on to successful professional
careers with some attaining international recognition. MYB graduates who do not choose
professional careers in dance are routinely admitted to top tier universities such as Harvard,
Princeton, Columbia, Johns Hopkins, NYU, and Duke, among others, having developed life-long
skills of discipline,hard work, and perseverance at MYB. MYB has over 1200 children and adults
taking classes 7 days a week. MY B provides merit scholarships for advanced students and the
Trawick JumpStart outreach scholarships, a FREE week of full-day classes in June for 20
underserved children ages 7 to 9 years selected at an open audition. MYB also offers the unique
Music & Motion class for physically disabled children using specially designed suspension
equipment that bears a portion of the students' weight giving them free range of movement.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

MYB is seeking the State's assistance to reimburse funds expended beginning in October 2006 for
the construction of its new dance studios in the Downtown Silver Spring Arts & Entertainment
district. After 35 years in Bethesda, MYB was forced to find a new home when its old location was
razed and replaced by a new high rise condominium. The Peterson Companies agreed to construct
MYB's studio space at its expense in an existing unleased and unfinished location and to amortize
these construction expenses in MYB's rent. MYB's new home is spacious and beautiful with 16'
ceilings and technologically advanced "Harlequin" dance flooring in each of the five studios. The
Music & Motion studio contains the first use of medical equipment for this purpose and is the only
such program of its kind. There are dressing rooms, bathrooms, and a lobby area with immense
windows overlooking the Silver Spring fountain, restaurants, and shops and the entire facility is
accessible with an elevator and ramps throughout.

MYB is requesting $200,000 from the State to help pay down some of the construction expenses
incurred and to complete remaining construction items.

MYB has an outstanding
record of achievement and contribution to the area and we will make a significant difference to our
newly expanded community in Silver Spring. MYB has been warmly welcomed by the local
businesses and just recently received the Greater Silver Spring Chamber of Commerce 2007 award
for contribution to the Arts.

MYB's founder, Hortensia Fonseca, was honored with the 2005 Education Award by the Arts &
Humanities Council of Montgomery County, the Lifetime Achievement Award by the Washington
Performing Arts Society, and was named national Teacher of the Year in 2004 by Dance Teacher
Magazine. In addition, MYB received the "Outstanding Classical Production" award from D.C.
Metro Dance for it's annual "The Nutcracker" performances at the Robert A. Parilla Performing
Arts Center at Montgomery College's Rockville campus.

We would like the General Assembly to know that in 2006, MYB teetered on the brink of extinction
due to the financial challenge of moving twice in 12 months and threatened with eviction, the
difficulty of finding and building appropriate studio space in only 6 months. We are deeply grateful
for the faith and trust of Montgomery Country officials and community leaders who over the years
supported MYB and the last two years assisted us in our move to a new home. MYB will continue
to strive to be a worthy representative of the best Maryland has to offer and we sincerely hope that
the General Assembly will assist us with this Bond Bill.
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
