10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

Description: Bending Water Park will be a re-creation of a living American Indian village based
on the culture and traditions of the Eastern Woodlands Indians of the 1600s. The park will be
situated on thirty-two acres in Somerset County that includes a ten-acre pond and access to the
Pocomoke Sound. The park will contain five distinct areas: 1) Main building, 2) Dance Circle, 3)
Village Area, 4) Water Trails and Ponds, and 5) Camping. The main building, a 12,000 sq. ft.
structure, has three sections. In the center is the Welcome Center, which includes a reception area,
classrooms, offices, and restrooms. This building is the structure the $200,000 Bond Bill will go
toward. The left wing addition will house a Museum for preservation of the American Indian
heritage and contain artifacts found locally, collected and owned by the Accohannock Indian
Tribe, Inc. The right wing addition will contain a 100-seat Restaurant with a deck overlooking the
pond and will feature local foods with an American Indian touch. In addition, the property will
contain an Authentic American Indian Village containing 12 longhouses bordering a Dance Circle
along with demonstration areas where members of the tribe will make pottery, jewelry, leather

goods, tools, and other American Indian crafts. The pond at the park will lend itself to water sports
such as fishing, kayaking, and paddleboats. In addition, from the waterway access behind the pond
at Tull’s Branch, canoes can paddle to East Creek and then onto Pocomoke Sound where travelers
can enjoy sandy beaches and beautiful scenery. Indian guides will conduct the canoe tours through
bird sanctuaries and past ancient village sites, stopping along the way to look at arrowheads and
other Indian artifacts readily found in the area. Last, the project will include approximately 50 tent
camping sites that will extend to the rear of the pond area. The purpose of this project is to create
jobs and entrepreneurial opportunity for area residents, particularly American Indians. The tribe's
mission is to preserve its history and culture while becoming economically self-sufficient. Bending
Water Park will employ 50 people as well as create 10 business enterprises within the park. The
park expects to draw 150 visitors per day eight months of the year and 50 visitors per day during
the remaining four months of the off-season. That corresponds to 42,000 visitors annually and will
have a tremendous impact on tourism and local businesses as a result.
