10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

Chesapeake Care Food Pantry is a full service ministry to Calvert County's neediest residents. A
recognized 501(C)(3) non-profit and United Way agency organization, Chesapeake Cares Food
Pantry serves over 3,600 families a year by providing food, support, and guidance to the working
poor and needy senior citizens. The Pantry, a ministry of Chesapeake Church, has been operating
for over 10 years, is led by only one full time employee (paid by the church) and staffed by over
65 volunteers. In 2007, the Food Pantry served over 160,000 pounds of food to 3,600 families.
Volunteers are encouraged to help out whether they can come in once a month or twice a week.

The Pantry conducts two church-wide food drives per year - the last one yielded over 11,000
pounds of food in a two week period. In addition, local schools, scout troops, neighborhood, local
businesses and the major grocery chains contribute.

This project is quite simple. To expand the current Pantry by 3,300 square feet of storage and
serving space - so we can keep up with demand. This includes completing the unfinished office
space to house the Chesapeake Christian Legal Services Ministry.

Because many of the Food Pantry clients have other issues which are connected to their need for
food, we have started a ministry committed to providing free and/or low cost legal advice,
guidance, service, and advocacy for the financially needy.
