10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

Wayland Baptist Church Community Development Corporation is a 501(c)(3) with a vision for a
safe,self sustaining neighborhood where the quality of life for all citizens is assured. WBC CDC
was formed in April 2005 as a community service arm of Wayland Baptist Church under the
direction of Rev. Dr. Hoffman F. Brown, 3rd. WBC CDC provides critical community services in
the areas of affordable housing, neighborhood revitalization, youth and senior services, economic
and workforce development and public safety programs. WBC CDC is committed to increasing
the number of affordable senior housing for housing burdened seniors. The northwest community
consist of a majority of senior households who require supportive affordable housing. Wayland
Senior Village proposes , a four story dwelling with a gross Sq. Ft. of 91,280 equipped with one
and two bedroom units, central air, carpeting, refrigerator, range, microwave and dishwasher. The
community will include a beautiful sanctuary garden called the Peace Garden adjoined by a

covered deck.

WBC CDC proposes to build a 90 unit senior housing community located at 3020-3026 Garrison
Boulevard in Baltimore, Maryland 21216. The senior housing community called Wayland Village
is a 12 million dollar construction project. WBC CDC is proposing to build a 90 apartments age-
restricted called Wayland Village, with a targeted completion date in 2010. To date, WBC CDC has
invested over one million dollars in obtaining, demolition and pre-development activities. The
Senior Complex will be a four-story, 90 apartment unit, housing a Community Center, Business
Park Suites and Medical Services. WBC CDC has acquired approximately 2.241 acres for the
Senior Housing complex.
