10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

The Baltimore Office of Promotion & The Arts, Inc., a 501 (c)3 corporation, serving as the official
event and arts agency for the City of Baltimore, is seeking funds to renovate and repair the School
33 Art Center. The building is owned by the City of Baltimore, under a long term lease to the
BOPA. School 33 Art Center serves a diverse community of artists and audiences in Maryland
who engage in the visual arts at various phases of artistic activity and development. At the same
time, School 33 Art Center maintains a strong connection to the south Baltimore neighborhood in
which it is located. South Baltimore is currently undergoing a transition to a more stable,
successful community. School 33's presence is an important link in this transition. The
commitment and energy of the Center's staff is an essential foundation for the continued
revitalization and growth of the neighborhood.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

School 33 Art Center is located at 1427 Light Street in South Baltimore. The building is a former
elementary school constructed in 1890. The building needs a $1.4 million interior and exterior
renovation to make the facility accessible; repair and replace outdated mechanical systems, and to
build a lasting asset for the neighborhood arts community. Strengthened by the idea that creative
ecosystems serve to regenerate healthy cities, School 33 Art Center continues its mission of
cultivating creativity by promoting interest in the arts. For over 25 years, School 33 Art Center has
served as a cornerstone of creative activity and learning that is unique in Baltimore. Our mission is
to facilitate connections between contemporary artists and the viewing public and to ensure a
vibrant future for art, artists, and the community by: (1) developing new audiences through
exhibitions by Maryland artists; (2) providing affordable, professional art classes for children and
adults; (3) encouraging established and emerging artists by providing studio space; (4) organizing
citywide special events that showcase artists, such as Open Studio Tour and Lotta Art.

School 33 Art Center strives to be the anchor in the South Baltimore community where it is
situated. School 33 Art Center has a wide variety of programming relevant to the demographic mix
of people who visit, live and work in the neighborhood. School 33 Art Center is helping solidify
the revitalization of its community through social activities and cultural enhancement, bringing a
new vitality to the neighborhood. Working in collaboration with South Baltimore neighborhood
associations, School 33 Art Center is able to develop relationships that go deep into the community,
encouraging increased participation in an experience that makes neighborhoods healthy by
providing access to the cultural energy and the insights of the arts. School 33 Art Center is a true
community asset for use by the residents of the greater Baltimore community.

An example of School 33 Art Center's positive impact on neighborhood is the two hour workshops
of the Center's After School Art. These classes have not only provided youth in public schools with
experience in the arts, but have also delivered much-needed support services which: (1) create a safe
and supportive place for children to gather after school and participate in programs that provide
artistic and cultural enrichment; (2) offer small classes with opportunities for children to develop
close, interactive relationships with adults and peers; (3) encourage the students' artistic
development and strengthen their life skills, including the methodology of creative thinking and
problem solving, achieved through active participation in the arts; (4) foster respect for artwork in
through the production of art and collaboration with artists.

The quality and impact of the programs, projects and service activities offered by School 33 Art
Center are measured by various evaluative methods: (1) instructors and School 33 Art Center's
Education Coordinator meet to plan and evaluate curriculum for the program; (2) the key indicator
of the success of the After School Art Program is regular attendance by children in the program
and successful completion of a project; (3) The Gallery Selection Panel meets to review policy
and programs, select exhibition proposals; (4) the Studio Selection Panel meets when studios
become available to review applications. School 33 Art Center achieves a high quality of arts
activities by involving artists and community in decision-making and evaluative process.
Programming for the Exhibition Program and the Studio Artists' Program is determined by
established artists and art professionals serving on independent panels. All instructors in the

Art Education Program are both practicing artists and art educators. Special Events like Open
Studio Tour, Gallery Tours and Workshops are developed by staff, artists and community members
in response to needs expressed by the public.
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
