10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

Centro Familia is a community-based non-profit organization founded in 1998
to respond to a dire, but *invisible? crisis in our community that is

crippling our school system and is keeping many Latino children and families
living in isolation and poverty: the dearth of quality early care and

education for Latino immigrant families.

Our mission is to develop the economic and educational opportunities of
low-income women and children that live in Latino and other immigrant
communities, by addressing early care and education as the primary means of
breaking the cycle of inter-generational poverty.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

The proposed property is located at 11411 Amherst St. The property consists of (5,000 sf.), that
will be renovated to a high quality child care center that will serve 90 children ages birth — 12.

Centro Familia currently operates a licensed childcare program “La Escuelita de Centro Familia”
that serves 30 children. This program is fully subsidized through a contract with Montgomery
County Dept. of Health and Human Services for “Community Pre-school Services”. We have a
waiting list of 60 children who have been screened and found to be eligible for our program. Our
objective is to move and expand “La Escuelita” to this new space.

We spoke directly to our County Executive, the Honorable Ike Leggett, and he assured us that he is
prepared to match dollar for dollar the funds that we receive through this bond bill request.

This center will be part of the revitalization of Wheaton. The building and the services would
showcase the County Executive’s vision of “development-with-a-heart” and improving the lives of
children.

According to the 2000 census, in the zip code 20902 (Silver Spring /Wheaton) there are 3,169
children under 5, and approx 1,267 children are from families where a language other than English
is spoken. There are only 466 pre-school slots in this zip code, there are 7 children for every slot
available, and in some pockets, like Wheaton our data indicates that there are 26 children for every
slot available. At best, only 16% of the childcare need is being met. MSDE’s Office of Child
Care’s (OCC) goal for the state is that at least 25% of the childcare need is met. Overall in
Montgomery County only 19% of the need is being met. And in high poverty, high-immigrant
areas, only 5-10% of the need is met. This means that most children in Wheaton are in unregulated
care putting them at risk for low school readiness scores and long-term academic deficits.

The childcare center will serve 70 pre-schoolers (children 2-5 years old) , and 20 after-school slots
for school age children (5-12 year olds). In addition to high quality, 10 hour child care services,
the center will offer family strengthening programs (family literacy, family specialists and case
management), on-going training for early care and education teachers, and provide management
assistance, and quality improvement to a network of 70 licensed family childcare homes located
throughout the county, that serve approximately 420 children.
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
