10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

The Arc of Montgomery County (MC) is a private non-profit organization founded in the early
1950's to provide programs and services to adults and children with developmental disabilities and
their families.

Our purpose is to provide rehabilitation, job training, housing and education for individuals with
mental retardation and other developmental disabilities in the community, to enable individuals to
become independent and contributing members of society. The Arc operates 61 group homes and
serves 2500 individuals and families every year.

The Arc MC is a 501 c-3 charitable volunteer based agency, licenced by the state Department of
MHDH, the Dept. of Education and the Montgomery County Health and Human Services. We are
governed by a volunteer Board of Directors elected by a membership.

This project's purpose is to address the building and disrepair problems that exist in community
group homes operated by the Arc MC. Serving over 155 adults with severe disabilities across our
community, this project will begin critically needed corrections, equipment repair, furniture
replacement, house repairs and equipment. These repairs and improvements are not possible under
current cutbacks and inadequate state funding policies. 100% of all proposed funds are designated
for said repairs and improvements to enhance the quality of life and living for those with
developmental disabilities residing in Montgomery County.
