10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

The John Hanson Memorial Association, Inc. was formed for the purpose of reawakening the
nation's memory of Maryland's John Hanson, the first president of the nation's original
government, the United States in Congress Assembled, which existed from 1781 until 1789. John
Hanson was the only Marylander ever elected to the nation's highest office. The John Hanson
Memorial Association spearheads the establishment of the John Hanson National Memorial, the
centerpiece of which will be a monument-scale statue of President Hanson in Frederick, Maryland,
where Hanson rose to national political prominence. The John Hanson Memorial Association also
maintains the nation's central John Hanson web site, promotes books, research and publicity on
John Hanson, amplifies and corrects the John Hanson historical record, and works closely with the
future John Hanson Institute in Port Tobacco, Maryland. Visit JohnHansonMemorial.org for more.

The Association, a Maryland nonprofit corporation, has applied for IRS tax-exemption enabling
taxdeductible donations for construction of the statue and other purposes.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

Description of Project: The John Hanson Memorial Association will commission a monument-scale
statue of President John Hanson similar to his statue in National Statuary Hall of the United States
Capitol, place the statue in a dignified constructed setting in the courtyard of the Frederick County
Courthouse adjacent to the site of John Hanson's home, and donate the statue and setting to the
County of Frederick. Given its key location in downtown Frederick, the John Hanson National
Memorial will be seen by tens of thousands annually including many of Frederick's increasingly
large numbers of tourists. The memorial will become a Maryland destination in itself. This project
is capital in nature, is nearly "shovel ready", has an expected lifetime of at least several hundred
years, and does not involve historical easements or religious structures or purposes.

Purpose of Project: The purpose of the project is to honor Maryland's President John Hanson,
amplify his important historical record, and provide a central venue where Marylanders and all
other Americans may visit to learn about and honor this pivotal figure in the nation's founding and
first government.

John Hanson was a pivotal figure in United States independence, the Revolutionary War and
launching the nation's government, but especially in uniting the thirteen states into a single nation.
Hanson led Maryland in getting the colony's leaders to urge national independence to the twelve
other colonies, was an early national leader in raising militias and financing the Revolutionary War,
solved the western lands impasse which had blocked unification of the thirteen new states into a
single nation, and in 1781 was unanimously elected by the Washingtons, Jeffersons, Franklins,
Hancocks and other national icons of his era as the new nation's first president and head of state,
becoming the only Marylander ever to serve in the highest office of the land.

President John Hanson is honored as one of Maryland's two historical figures with his statue in
National Statuary Hall in the United States Capitol, and by his presidential portrait painted by
Charles Wilson Peale in the Independence Hall Portrait Collection in Philadelphia. Aside from three
Hanson biographies of the early twentieth century and US Route 50 from Washington to Annapolis
named for him, Maryland's remembrances of President John Hanson have waned significantly in
recent generations. This key nation-founding figure is long overdue in being honored in his home
state by a fitting memorial.
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
