10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

Linwood Center, Inc. is a leader in the delivery of special education for students on the autism
spectrum. Linwood is among the very first autism specific programs in the world and has
provided children and adults living with autism educational and community based programs for 53
years.

Linwood is an essential part of the continuum of services in the State of Maryland for children
with special needs. The school is accredited by the Maryland Department of Education and is
licensed to provide residential services by the Maryland Department of Human Resources.
Linwood is also licensed by the Developmental Disabilities Administration as an adult services
provider. Linwood's school program serves students throughout the region and is among the most
cost-effective in the state. Enrollment is currently limited to 21 students due to physical restraints
of the current facility. Statewide 874 students received these educational services in non-public
programs. In Howard County, alone, that number was 53.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

Linwood Center's school program and administrative offices are housed in the same historic
mansion where the program began in 1955. This 200 year old building has outlived its usefulness
and presents challenges too numerous to name. The physical restraints limit enrollment to 21
students.

Planning is underway for a new facility adjacent to the existing school. The plans include space for
10 classrooms for functional academic and vocational instruction as well as rooms for physical
education, speech and language therapy, occupational therapy, home management, offices,
restrooms, timeout rooms, a library and a kitchen/dining. The proposed square footage of the
building is 40,150 sq ft. which would more than double the capacity of the school to 50 students.
There would be 2 floors with a finished basement area. Construction quotes have been received
which itemized the cost of construction at slightly under $220 square foot. ( Howard County's
current cost is $220 square foot. The state's cost is $250 square foot). Construction costs provided
include site work at a potential cost of $1,598,000. The existing structure is planned for renovation.
