10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

Aunt Hattie's Place, Inc. (AHP) i1s a 501¢(3) non-profit organization dedicated to providing a long-
term home for young boys in foster care between the ages of 12-19 years. To this end, the purpose
of AHP is to provide a stable nurturing environment for these foster boys, who have been abused,
abandoned, and neglected, where they can live, learn and grow into productive and contributing
citizens of the community.

AHP's staff teaches the young men who come to AHP with a myriad of emotional, health, and
academic problems and deficiencies, important life-sustaining character values and skill principles
necessary for their proper development into adolescence and adulthood. As AHP is founded on the
philosophy that ALL children are talented, loveable, and full of potential, AHP endeavors to the
"Create Winners," thereby changing their status from "at risk" youth to "productive citizens". This
project will produce positive, educated and tax-paying members of society who will be dedicated
to a "Call to Service" and "Make a Difference" as President Obama has challenged us all to do.
AHP is committed to "Raising Leaders" and calls itself "A leadership training program".




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

*The description and purpose of this project is to assist with the planning, demolition, renovation,
construction, and furnishing of a two-story small group home with basement and an outdoor
multipurpose court for physical recreational activities that sits adjacent to a 1.3 acre piece of
property in Sandy Spring in Montgomery County. This new site will provide adequate space of
approximately 10,000 sq. ft. for living quarters, counseling, tutoring, recreation, library/computer
center, and administrative offices. As a result of the significant accomplishments that the AHP's
young men in the present two groups homes have achieved in their academic, personal, and social
development, this expansion project will allow AHP to accommodate 8 foster boys, ages 12-18 in
the Montgomery County home-giving priority to foster boys from the Montgomery Community.
Note: A previous bond bill was requested for 2005 for $1 million but was approved for $550,000.
AHP also requested $1.5 million last year, but not money was approved. AHP is now requesting
$450,000 to assist with the higher costs of construction and other related regulatory approval costs
since 2005. Also, these funds will allow for the extra costs to make this new home a "Green" Group
Home which will ensure sustainability using "green" elements to reduce global warming.

*11. Description and Purpose of project (cont.): Emphasis on a "Green" group home will be
paramount in this project. Going "Green" will ensure sustainability by focusing construction,
maintenance, and use of environmentally sensitive practices. These include minimizing the long-
term environmental impacts, using water and energy efficient appliances and equipment, optimizing
proficient material use, using eco-friendly preferable "green" products, and creating a safer indoor
air quality; thereby reducing global warming and the contaminants and pollutants that are the
standard use in building homes.

This poor air quality is believed to cause health related illnesses in children such as attention deficit
hyperactivity disorders (ADD & ADHD), asthma, cancer, and other health problems, thus causing
children to be prescribed unnecessary medications.

12. Estimated Capital Cost (Acquisition $0): Since there are not enough funds to acquire the
property (appraised at $1,000,000 in December 2006) and construct the facility as well, the property
for the boys home then will be leased from the owner.
