10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

Elizabeth Seton High School serves the counties of Prince George's; Anne Arundel; Howard;
Montgomery; and Calvert Counties. It is also the only all-girls school in the area. The mission of
Elizabeth Seton High School has consistently been focused on financially supporting students,
who would not have the benefit of an independent school education. The current student
population is 638 with a minority population of sixty-six percent. The school is in a unique
position to educate young women and empower the students to become more proactive members
of today's culturally-diverse society. The strength of our academic program means that 100% of
our students graduate and are accepted to college. The 132 members of the graduating class of
2008 earned over $4.5 million in academic scholarships. Additionally, Elizabeth Seton boasts
twenty athletic teams and has an award-winning music program.

Elizabeth Seton High School is very much a part of the local community and the facilities of the
school are used by many groups. The new Sports Center has attracted considerable interest from
local groups. It is hoped that with the upgrading and improvements to the external sports facilities
these will be equally as popular.

Please see below for list of recent and ongoing cooperation between ESHS and the local area.

We host student activities (non-athletic related) on the field during field day as well as other times
during the year.

Administrators and teachers from neighboring schools occasionally ask to use the track with their
students.

Bladensburg Community Center and ESHS have a reciprocal agreement to use facilities when
needed; also applies to parking overflow.

ESHS also has a reciprocal agreement with neighboring schools for parking overflow and
emergency evacuations.

Town of Bladensburg uses ESHS buses and drivers to transport people to the town center for
special events.

Local residents use the track when students are not using it.

Town of Bladensburg occasionally use our cafeteria and auditorium for special events.

When Bladensburg HS was completing its field and track, the track team from Bladensburg used
ESHS field when available.

Rogers Heights Elementary makes use of our track for their P.E. classes.

Many people who live in the area use our track to train for races.

Last year a youth soccer program used the field for practice.

St. Ambrose uses our facilities.

Our athletic facilities are an evacuation site for Port Towns if there is a bomb scare.

For several years we have hosted Special Olympic events for special needs students from Prince
George’s County. Busloads of county students come and our students host and direct. They use
our track and field. We have received an award from Special Olympics for our support.

We’ve hosted National Night Out Against Violence here at the request of the town of Bladensburg.
They used our track and field.
