10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

The Laurel Boys and Girls Club is the largest independent club in the State of Maryland servicing
over 3,500 youths annually. The club is virtually an all-volunteer organization with over 500
volunteers and 4 paid staff. Prince George’s County gave the Club to the Laurel Boys and Girls
Club in 2002. The Laurel Boys and Girls club is listed on the Historical Trust list as the first high
school built in Prince George’s County. The facility was built in 1899. The mission of the club is
to work in partnership with the citizens of the Greater Laurel area in providing recreational and
enrichment programs: for the purpose of improving the quality of life for our youth and their
families. To accomplish our mission we provide a safe and secure facility for our youths to be
used during out of school time. The Laurel Boys and Girls Club provides space for many
community groups and activities such as: Girl Scouts and Boy Scouts sleep-overs, church groups,
dance clubs, career workshops, Laurel High School Grad Night, Eisenhower Middle School step-
up program, Laurel Youth Betterment, Banquets, Red Cross Blood drive, etc. We are in essence a
community service center.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

The renovation of the Laurel Boys and Girls Club is an ongoing project which began in 2004. Since
then, we have completed vital ADA compliance issues, life safety issues, and renovated numerous
bathrooms, classrooms, and offices on the main level of the building. Additional funding is still
needed to complete the renovations of the facility including the replacement of 100 year old
windows, flooding problems, upper and lower level classroom renovations, boiler replacement and
boiler pipe zoning for energy efficiency, electrical code upgrades, air conditioning, and additional
cosmetic repairs such as painting and ceiling tile replacement throughout the facility. The estimated
costs to complete the remaining renovations is $2.2 million. It is imperative that we receive funding
to begin the renovations on the windows and other energy efficiency issues because of the
tremendous utility costs we are currently enduring. Windows are literally falling onto the ground
and plastic taped to the wall has taken its place. If funding is not received soon, I fear that the
energy costs alone will force us to close the doors to over 3,500 disadvantaged and high risk
youths.
