10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

Iota Phi Theta Fraternity, Incorporated was founded on September 19, 1963 on the steps of the
Edward P. Hurt gymnasium, at Morgan State College which is now known as Morgan State
University in Baltimore, Maryland. IOTA was initially a civil rights militant organization in a
time where militancy was not a popular stance.

Iota founders participated in various protests and sit-ins throughout the city of Baltimore. IOTA is
a proud member of both the National Pan-Hellenic Council (NPHC), an umbrella organization
comprised of nine international historically African-American Greek letter Sororities and
Fraternities, and the North-American Interfraternity Conference (NIC). Iota Phi Theta Fraternity,
Incorporated (IOTA), is the nation’s fifth largest, predominately African-American community
service fraternity. IOTA stands firmly; unbreakable on the commitment to make meaningful
contributions to the future of the African-American community.
