10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

Founded in 1927, The League for People with Disabilities, Inc. provides comprehensive programs
and services that help people with physical, neurological and developmental disabilities: gain
independence, increase self-sufficiency and improve quality of life. Serving over 2,000
individuals and families throughout the Baltimore metro and the surrounding counties, our
programs cover a substantial range of areas including: Vocational Services (training & placement)
Adult Medical Day Care; Day Habilitation (for adults with autism & developmental disabilities)
Autism Services (for youngsters with autism); League Industries (print/mail house employing
people with disabilities) and our very popular Wellness Center with a state-of-the-art fitness center
and deep-heated accessible therapeutic pool - open to people at all levels of ability. In addition to
serving our participants, our Wellness Center and Therapeutic Sensory Gardens are open to the
public and are well-utilized by residents of the surrounding communities, including physical
therapy outpatients and the Baltimore Special Olympics swim team.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

In an effort to prevent further deterioration and the eventual caving-in of the deck which supports
and surrounds our accessible, heated therapeutic pool we are looking to make substantial
renovations that will strengthen and reinforce these supports and the surrounding deck. By making
these crucial renovations we will prevent a future mishap and allow us to keep this important
resource open and available to our participants with disabilities and members of the surrounding
communities at all levels of ability.

In addition to completing these urgently needed pool deck renovations which will take a total of 5
weeks to: remove storage structures and demolish the deteriorating concrete, prepare new
reinforced steel, form and pour a new 6" concrete slab, and rebuild storage structures, we also need
a complete a thorough appraisal of this 40-year old therapeutic pool, followed by a new design and
construction that will decrease the need for constant repairs which has, over the last 4 years, cost
The League over $380,000.00.

Serving over 2,000 individuals and families throughout Baltimore and the surrounding counties,
The League for People with Disabilities, Inc. deep-heated therapeutic pool, built in 1968 is the most
valued and well-used asset at the NE Baltimore facility, used by people at all levels of ability -
including residents of the surrounding communities.

Providing a warm-water environment, maintaining a 92-94 degree temperature fluctuation, the
wheelchair-accessible therapeutic pool offers a world of benefits to people suffering from joint and
mobility issues, people recovering from injuries and surgeries, physical therapy outpatients, and
people with more complicated physical, developmental, and neurological disabilities. In addition to
the therapeutic benefits, as the pool is 1/2 Olympic size, thus suitable for laps and water aerobics,
we also serve residents of the surrounding communities looking for an opportunity to exercise and
maintain a healthy lifestyle at a cost much lower than most health clubs charge to use their pools.
Add to this our Aquatics coaches and Life Guards, who are specially trained to work with people
with special needs and you have a very unique, nurturing and welcoming environment that has been
said to assist in the healing process of those recovering from physical trauma, illness or surgery.

Over the last several years - since the 2004 Capital Campaign-funded renovation to our facility,
which unfortunately did not cover the expense of renovating our 40-year old therapeutic pool, we
have spent over $385,000 in repairs and costly maintenance procedures due to the antiquated state
and deterioration of the pool deck and structural supports. This fee does not include the in-kind
donation of time given by our Building & Grounds supervisor, who has spent weekends and nights
repairing and cleaning up after countless mishaps and incidents resulting from malfunctions and ill-
timed problems.

We recently submitted a funding request to the Baltimore Office of Conservation via their
Community Development Block Grant, asking for $64,000 to repair the accessible pool deck and
we have $286,000 in League donor contributions, raised specifically to help cover the cost of
renovating the therapeutic pool.

We are respectfully asking for $350,000 to help us complete the crucial deck repairs and begin the
process of renovating our pool, which will allow us to keep it operating and functioning at its best,
while maintaining its accessibility to people at all levels of ability.

We hope you will consider supporting our long-awaited quest to renovate the accessible therapeutic
pool at The League for People with Disabilities, Inc. and thank you on behalf of our participants
with disabilities and residents of our surrounding communities.
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
