10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

Mission: “To build a strong foundation of emotional wellness by educating, empowering and
advocating for children, adults and families through a wide array of services. MHA is always
available, accessible and responsive to the changing needs of our community.” Services include
24-hotline/2-1-1 information and referral; counseling services for low income populations;
parenting/family education; Survivors of Suicide support group; child care provider locate; child
care provider training; Court Appointed Special Advocates; supervised family visitation/
monitored transfer; Kids on the Block puppet troupe; youth education outreach; intensive family
case management, child abuse prevention, and public information, education and advocacy.
Operating out of portions of two old townhouses has compromised our ability to deliver services
effectively and halted expansion of programs to meet the needs in our community. We are not able
to provide many of our services in-house, and we struggle to find space in the community to offer
training, to hold meetings or to house our support and therapy groups.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

MHA plans to purchase and entirely renovate an 11,000 sq. ft. building (with 4,000 sq. ft.
expansion space) in a very visible, accessible location near I-70, 270, and Rte.15, major arteries in
Frederick County. This 15,000 sq. ft. represents 7,900 sq. ft. more, and much more efficient, space
than we have now. The building will enable us to increase our therapy rooms from 6 to 9; expand
the Hotline call center stations from 3 to 6, adding capacity and noise buffering panels to increase
confidentiality; create ample safe space to host our Supervised Family Visitation and Monitored
Transfer program in-house; create a large training room for parent education classes, training for
child care providers, and our CASA and Hotline volunteer training; create a child-friendly room to
provide care while parents receive services, and provide confidential group therapy and support
group rooms, which we currently do not have. Since 2004 the demand for our services has
increased by from 5 to 20%, per year, (21,296 served in 2004; 41,000 in 2008). Our new building
will allow us to bring our services in house, add approximately 12 staff in the first renovation and
two entirely new programs with the addition of a second floor; and increase the number of people
we serve by several thousand eventually, depending on funding stability.
