10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

The Maryland-National Capital Park and Planning Commission (M-NCPPC) is a bi-county
agency, empowered by the State of Maryland in 1927 to acquire, develop, maintain, and
administer a regional system of parks in Prince George's and Montgomery Counties.

The M-NCPPC is also empowered to prepare and administer a General Plan for the physical
development of most of the bi-county area and operate the public recreation program in Prince
George's County.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

The Grant money will be used toward the planning, design, and construction of a new skate park at
Cosca Regional Park located in Clinton, Maryland. The 790-acre site contains scenic picnic areas,
play areas, softball, and baseball fields, campsites, nature trails, equestrian trails, a lake with boat
rentals, sand volleyball, outdoor tennis courts, a Tennis Bubble, and a Tram Train. This project
includes the planning, design and construction of a skate park to compliment the existing facilities.
A recent surge in skateboarding has produced the need for this type of facility to provide users with
a safe environment to recreate in southern Prince George's County.

Our goal is to provide a larger facility with street and transition skating elements that would
provide a regional draw. The skate park would accommodate both beginner and experienced
skateboarders.
