10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

The Roland Park Fire Station houses the firefighters who protect the lives and property in the
Roland Park community, as well as other parts of Baltimore when needed, from the adverse
effects of fire, medical emergencies and exposure to dangerous conditions. The firefighters also
make every effort to reduce the rate of emergencies through public education and code
enforcement.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

This project is to help improve the living conditions at the Roland Park Fire Station. The
dilapidated conditions do not furnish the basic accommodations necessary for our firefighters who
work four days on followed by four days off. At this time, men and women are sharing a decrepit

and inadequate bathroom and sleeping quarters with no privacy, a rundown kitchen and lockers for
their gear that do not allow for ventilation needed for drying. Damp protective clothing can cause

steam burns at a fire.

Representatives from the Roland Park Fire Station came to the Civic League board meeting last
March with a request for help in improving the living conditions at the firehouse. Board members
toured the building and were quite surprised at the dilapidated conditions. With the support of
Councilwoman Middleton and the urging of the League, the City has performed repairs to the roof
and exterior walls, renovation of the electrical and plumbing systems, and floor and shower repair.
Cleaning and painting of the truck bay area is underway. A major improvement is new automatic
bay doors, which have been installed behind the historic, original red wooden ones. New catalytic
converters have been installed on both fire trucks. The City of Baltimore has provided $92,715 for
these improvements.

These results are an excellent example of cooperation between the firefighters, Baltimore City and
the Roland Park Civic League. However, even though much has been done by Baltimore City
during this last year, it is clear that the everyday living conditions still need attention.

The Fire Station was built in 1895 on a lot donated by the Roland Park Improvement Association.
In 1900, the Roland Park Civic League purchased a steam fire engine with voluntary contributions.
Truck 25 (the ladder truck) was purchased in 2002, and Engine 44 was purchased in 2003 —
supporting Fire Chief Clack’s statement that the Department has excellent equipment and
firefighters, but poor facilities.

Following in its history of supporting its fire station, the Roland Park Civic League will continue to
support and champion the needs of the men and women who routinely risk their lives for the public
good. We have held community fund-raising events for the fire station, which have raised $8,852,
created a link on our Web site for individuals to easily make a donation specifically for the
rehabilitation, and earmarked $7,000 from our budget for the fire station. We have secured a
commitment of $7,000 from the Roland Park Foundation for this project.

We have researched the William H. Amoss Fire, Rescue and ambulance Fund, which the State uses
to fund local fire departments, only to find that its funding does not include Baltimore City. We
continue to search for other possible venues of funding.
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
