10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

The Bayside History Museum mission is to preserve, interpret and display evidence of the rich
cultural and natural history of the region from Northern Calvert to Southern Anne Arundel County
within the Western Shore Chesapeake Bay drainage. The museum has an active oral history,
historic records and artifacts collections program and active exhibit program displayed in a house
leased to the Museum by the Town of North Beach. The Museum exhibits range from
interpretation of the Algonquian Indians the Chesapeake region, to the establishment and
evolution of recreational beaches and Boy Scout Camps, to historic and current waterfront
communities and to the diverse natural resources of the northern Calvert Cliff section of the
middle Bay region. The museum is currently not a part of the National Park Service Chesapeake
Beach Gateways program. By producing a permanent exhibit of relevance to the Trail, the
museum aspires to be accepted as a new member of the Gateway Network.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

The 1632 edition of Captain John Smith’s General Travels represents a highly significant donation
of a rare manuscript for the Museum, County, and State of Maryland. A permanent exhibit at the
Museum which places this rare manuscript in the proper historical perspective of the State and
Nation will be a welcome education tool for all visitors and those traveling the Captain John Smith
National Historical Water Trail. Bond funding will allow the hiring of subject matter experts,
archivists, museum climate control and light sensitivity experts, exhibit designer and fabricators,
security expert and other talents to insure that a permanent display of the book will meet all
standards of professional excellence. The exhibit will require installation of security alarm in the
building and exhibit case, u-v light protection for the windows and case, micro-climate control for
the exhibit case and design and fabrication of a 15 year permanent exhibit. A traveling exhibit
component based on this research will allow the book to travel to those major facilities in the Bay
region that meet security and climate control requirements.

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28. Comments: (Limit Length to Visible area)

Captain John Smith’s General History was first published in 1624 with the 1632, 4 th edition
published a year after John Smith’s death in 1631. The General History has a greatly expanded
section adding important details to John Smith’s summer of 1608 of exploration of the entire Bay
region, which provided a greatly expanded version of two voyages and the natural resources and the
Algonquian, Siouan and Iroquoian speaking Indian societies of the Bay region at the beginning of
English permanent settlement. The General History was written to document his and other early
colonists’ successes and failures, discoveries and observations, and his recommendations to all who
followed about the policies, plans and protocols that they should follow to make a success in the
new colonies of the Chesapeake, New England and Bermuda. His maps, descriptions and
suggestions informed the founders planning the Plymouth and the Maryland colonies and many of
the planters who traveled to the Bay region to settle. Original editions of Smith’s General History
are very rare and this would be the first placed on permanent display in a Bay area museum or
archives.

Approval of a bond bill will allow for the assembly of a multi-disciplinary team of an archaeologist,
archivist, historian, and museum conservators, lighting specialist, security experts, micro-climate
control experts, and exhibit design and fabrication firms to lead the effort under administrative
oversight of the museum staff. Wayne Clark, a principal co-author of the “Captain John Smith’s
Chesapeake Voyages: 1607-1609 and Douglas Alves, Executive Director of the Calvert Marine
Museum, have agreed to advise on the assembling the experts and guiding the Museum in
developing the scope of services for the exhibit design work and selection of expert consultants in
the different disciplines to complete the project in a professional and timely manner. The Museum
will lead the cash fund raising efforts in 2009 and undertake the overall management of the grant.

The following institutions will be consulted during the process for expertise on the content of the
exhibit, loan of artifacts, purchase of use of image rights and the care of the book: The Maryland
State Archives, Jefferson Patterson Park and Museum, Maryland Historical Society, Calvert Marine
Museum, Captain John Smith National Chesapeake National Historic Water Trail of the National
Park Service-Chesapeake Gateway Program, the Sultana Project and other potential partner
institutions. The loan exhibit component will include consideration of the following institutions:
Calvert Marine Museum, Maryland Historical Society, Chesapeake Bay Maritime Museum, Miller
Senate or Loews House Office Building, and other major museums that meet security requirements
for the book.

This permanent exhibit will contribute significantly to the popularity of the museum and expand
partnerships with other institutions along the Captain John Smith Chesapeake National Histo
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
