10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

The Linthicum Veterans Memorial Inc. is a Maryland 501(c)(3) created specifically to design,
build, and maintain a veterans memorial in Linthicum, Maryland. The Linthicum Veterans
Memorial project was developed as part of the Linthicum Centennial Celebration to recognize all
those who have served our nation. The members of the Centennial's Veteran Memorial Committee
created the Buy-A-Brick campaign to help fund the costs of the memorial. The Committee
organized as a corporation on October 6, 2008. The officers and directors of the Corporation are:
President, The Rev. Dr. William F.R. Gilroy; Secretary, Beth P. Nowell; and Treasurer, Robert
Brady; Sherry Brown, Director; Ken Glendenning, Director; Sandy Hartzell, Director; Verena
Linthicum, Director; Brenda Schwaab, Director; and Sara Frances Shay, Director.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

The Linthicum Veterans Memorial, one of the first private projects of its type in northern Anne
Arundel County, will pay tribute to veterans from the Army, Navy, Air Force, Marines, Coast
Guard, Merchant Marines, as well as MIA/POW's and will encompass approximately 6,000 square
feet of ground at the corner of Camp Meade and Maple Roads. Strategically placed in the heart of
the Linthicum Heights Historic District on land donated to Anne Arundel County by the C. Milton
Linthicum family, the memorial will be highly visible to traffic traveling through the community
and will serve as a permanent legacy of Linthicum's centennial. Veterans will be recognized with
individually engraved bricks listing the veteran's name, rank, and branch of service throughout the
site. Veterans need not be Linthicum residents. The memorial is designed with a semi-circular brick
monument wall surrounding six bronze medallions representing the branches of service, topped
with bluestone coping; a stone monument and approximately 1,415 naming pavers. Three flag
poles will be installed behind the monument wall. The memorial design also includes sidewalks,
stairs, a handicap accessible ramp, lighting, and two 8 foot park benches. The project will serve all
veterans nationwide; residents of Maryland and visitors traveling along MD Routes 170 and 169.
