10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

Howard County, Maryland is the Grantee organization. The Department of Recreation and Parks
manages over 8000 acres of land and 49 developed recreation areas in Howard County. The
Department, in consort with the Howard County Department of Public Works will secure an
architectural and engineering firm to design the park based on the preliminary master plan. A
final master plan and design will be developed for the entire site. The quality of the County’ s
facilities and programs is a testament to the County’ sbility to manage and operate this proposed
park.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

The planning and design process will include further developing of the master plan into a schematic
design, based on public input. The schematic design includes pathways and walking trails, court
games, lighted athletic fields, picnic facilities, an indoor sports center or community center,
playgrounds, skate park, equipping, roads, and parking. In addition to public input, the County is
utilizing the Statewide Recreation Survey and the resulting * activityparticipation” rates to
determine park facilities. This survey plus the County’ surrent facility inventory indicates a need
for the above-mentioned facilities. Revisions to this list and additional facilities may result from
future public meetings. The Elkridge Planning Area has a population of 60,000, but a Regional
Park such as this will draw upon the County’ £70,000 residents.
