10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

The American Visionary Art Museum (AVAM) is the country's official museum and education
center for self-taught artistry by unanimous vote of US Congress. AVAM utilizes art to explore
and expand the definition of individual human potential, dignity, and community. AVAM studies,
collects, preserves, and exhibits visionary art and seeks to increase the public's awareness,
knowledge and understanding of visionary art. At the very heart of AVAM's mission is a belief in
the power of creativity. Nothing promotes human IMAGINATION like the arts - the fuel for all
creative invention be it then applied to science, engineering, enterprise, literature, or
compassionate social betterment. Nearly 10,000 children participate in AVAM's education
programs, which link art to the broader context of creative achievement in science, medicine,
music, literature, invention, and industry. It is the only museum of its kind in the world, a unique
treasure for Maryland, which draws in a national and international audience of almost 100,000
annually.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

AVAM is located in a prime cultural, historical, and tourist hub. Nestled beside historic Federal
Hill and overlooking Inner Harbor, the museum's 1.1-acre campus is a lynchpin for the downtown
cultural area while linking it with extended areas of cultural interest, such as Locust Point and
Federal Hill. Over the last warm months, AVAM's HV/AC chiller unit became in need of major
repair with one of two compressors failed and the second compressor is developing excessive
vibration. In addition, condenser coils are deteriorated and have indications of previous leaks and
repairs. Thus we are seeking Maryland State support toward the capital equipping with the
purchase of a new air cooled water chiller HV/AC system, to be installed on the building roof
($183,000). Additionally, significant roof repair is needed. Currently, structural deterioration has
caused water leakage in gallery space, library, and atrium, and the roof membrane is pulling away
from the roof superstructure. Repairs encompass multiple target areas throughout the building, but
mainly focusing on roof membrane and infrastructure (cost $131,000). With award winning
architecture and historic legacy and its unique role in our national cultural landscape, it is
imperative that AVAM's main exhibition building be restored to good condition.

Firstly, thank you for your past support and understanding of the importance of education and
creative vision for a all of Maryland's citizens. Our American Visionary Art Museum utilizes art to
explore and expand the definition of individual human potential, dignity, and community. Nothing
promotes human IMAGINATION like the arts - the fuel for creative invention in all life's pursuits.
Your steadfast commitment to the stability and growth of Maryland's lively and respected cultural
and educational institutions is vital to our state's cultural and tourism economy as well as the
success of our next generation!

We are, of course, very respectful of the hard economic climate this year and understanding of the
tough decisions you must make this session. AVAM has not been to the trough in many years, and
would not come unless there was a great need. Therefore, we urge support from the Maryland
Legislature for our request of $150,000 bond bill toward our capital equipping and repair for our
main exhibition building (HB#336 endorsed and cross-filed by Delegate Brian K. McHale And
Senator George W. Della, Jr). We already have $150,000 in-hand to match the State's monies.
AVAM's main exhibition building HV/AC chiller unit has failed and must be replaced.
Additionally, our main exhibition building roof is in need of significant repair.

AVAM opened in 1995 with a graceful modern complimentary addition to the original historic
structure, containing approximately 9,000 sq. ft. of climatized exhibition space, museum shop,
storage, library, and offices, all 100% handicap accessible. In 1998, the building received an Urban
Land Institute award for architectural design. We now serve a wide swath of the local and national
population annually, engaging 250+ Maryland volunteers, 10,000 K-12 students, 100,000 local,
national, and international visitors, and thousands of guests attending 65+ annual weddings and
events hosted by organizations like the World Trade Center Global Entrepreneurs. We ensure the
viability of Maryland's commitment to cultural life and social justice through free admission to ALL
Title I students and free/reduced rental space to numerous Maryland nonprofits.

Maryland State funds have been critical to AVAM, the Congressionally-designated museum and
education center for self-taught and intuitive artistry. AVAM has received numerous accolades,
like our recent inclusion on the international Travel+Leisure Magazine's "Top 10 Things to See
Before 10" list -- the only Maryland institution and the only museum alongside wonders like the
Grand Canyon.

Without a working HV/AC unit this national treasure would not be able to provide for the great
cultural landscape of Maryland and the country. This project is 100% "shovel ready" with
completed planning and secured matching funds -- all it needs is a vote YES! on HB#336!
