10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

For 16 years, HopeWell Cancer Support has served the greater Baltimore region by creating a
community for all people with cancer, their families and loved ones, that encourages an exchange
of information, the development of a support system and the presence of hope. Our experience
has shown that there is a path through every cancer diagnosis, and, for many, it takes more than
medicine to navigate this path. HopeWell provides a broad spectrum of support groups,
educational seminars, exercise classes, and social activities at no charge to the participant. Some
75 free programs are offered each month that allow people - cancer patients, spouses, children,
partners, loved ones, friends - to access a community of support that is unmatched in the
Baltimore area. We believe that participants will choose the programs or services that are right for
them. At HopeWell, we recognize that the impact of a cancer diagnosis reaches well beyond the
person who is sick. Since 1995, our Kids Circle program has helped children and teens by
offering fun activities and professional guidance that help them to cope with a cancer diagnosis in
their family. HopeWell also offers family counseling and bereavement services.

HopeWell's participant levels have grown by 15% or more each year. Recently, our growth has
been even more dramatic. In 2008, over 6,950 participant visits; more than 1,500 additional
support calls and emails. This is an 18% increase over the previous year. HopeWell's continuing
growth is gratifying evidence of our success and value to the community, but also presents a
challenge. We simply don't have the facilities to allow for this level of growth. HopeWell must
continue to extend its reach by expanding its programs and facilities. Our expansion plans include
the completion of an Amish-built barn, the renovation of our present house, and an addition to the
house.
