10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

The City of District Heights is an incorporated municipality located in Prince George's County.
The City provides police, code enforcement, youth & family services, public works, recreation and
cultural and general government support to the residents and businesses located within the District
Heights area. This project will enable the City to provide quality recreational facilities to the
residents of District Heights and the surrounding areas.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

This project involves the redevelopment and restoration of the City of District Heights athletic
fields and related facilities. The athletic fields consist of two baseball fields, a football field and a
walking track. The fields are used on a daily basis by the City of District Heights residents and
surrounding communities and Boys & Girls Clubs. The Boys and Girls Clubs previously used these
fields for all of their needs but the deterioration of the fields and drainage issues have caused them
to find facilities elsewhere for their games. The fields have been utilized for over 40 years and are
in dire need of restoration to keep up with the demand for quality recreational facilities. The project
encompasses alleviating the drainage problems, replacement of the track, renovation of the fields to
include installation of sod and an irrigation system. The project will also include the installation of
eight light towers which will extend the time availability of the fields. Other amenities include a
press box, new scoreboards, bleachers, new backstops and goalposts and various other equipment.
