This project will repair, stabilize and rehabilitate the structural components and features of the
¢.1725 Harmony Hall Manor located within the Broad Creek Historic District in Fort Washington,
MD. This phase of repairs will focus on the center hallway, dining room, and living room of the
first floor within the manor. A paint analysis and assessment; several centuries of paint layers will
be removed; woodwork including stairs, floors, wainscot, cabinetry, window boxes, doors and trim
will be repaired; plaster walls and ceilings resurfaced; lighting fixtures, switches and outlets
rehabilitated; HVAC units, ductwork and vents overhauled; and painted, stained and whitewashed
surfaces refinished. Once completed this project will allow for the reopening of this historic manor
to the public and allow it to become a tangible resource for learning about he cultural diversity of
Maryland from the mid-18th century through contemporary times.
